Photo Interrupter Replacment

1. Disconnect the power supply and remove the

cover.
. Remove the circuit board.
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4. Remove the motor mounting screws and
motor.
. Remove the snap ring on the shaft.
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timing wheel and spacers.

7. Re-assemble the timing wheel with one wave

washer UNDER the timing wheel and one
wave washer ON TOP of the timing wheel.
Then place one spacer washer on top of the
wave washer.

8. Re-assemble the motor mounting plate and
snap ring

9. Assemble the new photo interrupter into the

slots on the motor mounting plate as shown.

10. Place two washers between the motor
mounting plate and the photo interrupter.
11. With the screws pushed to the back of the

slots on the motor plate, tighten the screws.
12. Plug the photo interrupter into the circuit
board.
13. Assemble the circuit board and cover.
14. Re-connect the power supply.

. Remove the old photo interrupter and discard.
